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Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengetahui bentuk perspektif sosial
terhadap pilkada di Desa Sangiang Kabupaten Bima, untuk mengetahui dampak
pilkada terhadap perspektif sosial di Desa Sangiang Kabupaten Bima. Jenis
penelitian yang dilakukan adalah penelitian kualitatif yang bertujuan untuk
memahami lebih dalam tentang perspektif sosial dalam pilkada dan dampak
pilkada. Informan ditentukan secara purposive sampling berdasarkan karakteristik
informan yang ditetapkan yaitu pemerintah desa, tokoh pemuda, dan masyarakat
desa sangiang. Teknik pengumpulan data yaitu observasi, dokumentasi, dan
wawancara mendalam. Teknik analisis data melalui berbagai tahapan yaitu reduksi
data, penyajian data, dan penarikan kesimpulan, sedangkan keabsahan data
menggunakan triangulasi teknik, waktu dan sumber.

Hasil penelitian yang ditemukan dalam penelitian ini dari aspek bentuk
perspektif sosial terhadap pilkada Desa Sangiang Kabupaten Bima pertama,
terjadinya demokrasi yang diberikan langsung melalui rakyat atas kebebasan dan
keterbukaan untuk memilih dan dipilih dengan tingkat partisipasi aktif masyarakat,
kedua, dinamika politik terjadi dengan adanya kontestasi politik sehingga
menimbulkan persaingan kelompok yang semakin nampak selama proses pilkada
usai ditengah kondisi sosial masyarakat. Dampak pilkada di Desa Sangiang terjadi
yakni dampak positif dan negatif, dampak positifnya ialah mengubah perilaku
masyarakat dari pasif menjadi aktif dan bertambahnya solidaritas internal dalam
kelompok masyarakat, kemudian dampak negatif terjadinya money politic yang
sebagian masyarakat sentimen dengan aktivitas dan terjadinya konflik dalam
lingkungan keluarga.

This research aims to determine the form of social perspective on regional
elections in Sangiang Village, Bima Regency, to determine the impact of regional
elections on social perspectives in Sangiang Village, Bima Regency. The type of
research carried out is qualitative research which aims to understand more deeply
the social perspective in regional elections and the impact of regional elections.
Informants were determined using purposive sampling based on the specified
characteristics of the informants, namely the village government, youth leaders, and
the Sangiang village community. Data collection techniques are observation,
documentation and in-depth interviews. Data analysis techniques go through
various stages, namely data reduction, data presentation and drawing conclusions,
while data validity uses triangulation of techniques, time and sources.

The research results found in this research are from the aspect of a social
perspective on the regional elections in Sangiang Village, Bima Regency. First,
democracy is provided directly through the people with freedom and openness to
choose and be elected with a level of active community participation. Second,
political dynamics occur with political contestation. thus giving rise to group
competition which becomes increasingly visible after the regional election process
is over amidst the social conditions of society. The impact of the regional elections
in Sangiang Village occurred, namely positive and negative impacts, the positive
impact was changing people's behavior from passive to active and increasing
internal solidarity within community groups, then the negative impact of money
politics which some people felt was related to activities and the occurrence of
conflicts within the family environment.
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
