Development strategy through out-of-class learning, 3). Development strategy
through cooperation between teachers and parents, 4). Strategy through advice,
rewards, and punishments, 3) Supporting and inhibiting factors are divided into: a.
Supporting factors, a). Teacher's role model, b). Facilities and infrastructure, c).
School environment and d). Habitual programs. b. Inhibitors, a). Availability of
support from educational institutions and legal policy makers, b). Lack of student
attention, c).
