Penelitian ini menggunakan
pendekatan kualitatif dengan metode penelitian studi kasus, Teknik pengumpulan
data dilakukan melalui melalui observasi, wawancara, dengan pedagang,
pemerintah setempat dan pengelola CPI, sertra dokumentasi di lokasi penelitian.
Analisis data dilakukan spasial kapitalis dan teori reproduks ruang.

Berdasarkan hasil penelitian Dengan demikian, pembangunan kawasan
Center Point of Indonesia memang berhasil menciptakan wajah baru bagi Kota
Makassar sebagai kota maritim modern, namun keberhasilannya masih bersifat
simbolik dan elitis. Keberadaan ruang kapitalis di kawasan ini menunjukkan
bahwa modernisasi ruang belum sepenuhnya diiringi oleh pemerataan sosial dan
ekonomi. Untuk mewujudkan ruang publik yang benar-benar inklusif, dibutuhkan
kebijakan tata ruang yang mempertimbangkan hak-hak masyarakat lokal,
mengakomodasi  aktivitas informal, dan menjaga keseimbangan antara
kepentingan ekonomi dan keadilan sosial.

This study aims to determine the impact of coastal reclamation, which has
become the Center Point of Indonesia (CPI). This study uses a qualitative
approach with a case study method. Data collection techniques include
observation, interviews with traders, local government officials, and CPI
managers, as well as documentation at the research site. Data analysis was
conducted using spatial capitalism and spatial reproduction theory.

Based on the research results, the development of the Center Point of
Indonesia area has indeed succeeded in creating a new image for Makassar as a
modern maritime city, but its success remains symbolic and elitist. The presence
of capitalist spaces in this area demonstrates that spatial modernization has not
been fully accompanied by social and economic equality. To create a truly
inclusive public space, spatial planning policies are needed that consider the rights
of local communities, accommodate informal activities, and maintain a balance
between economic interests and social justice.
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
