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Masalah utama dalam penelitian ini yaitu masih maraknya fenomena putus
sekolah pada jenjang pendidikan dasar, khususnya di wilayah pesisir seperti
Lingkungan Tanangan, Kecamatan Banggae, Kabupaten Majene. Penelitian ini
bertujuan untuk mengetahui faktor-faktor penyebab siswa putus sekolah serta upaya
yang dilakukan dalam mengatasi permasalahan tersebut. Jenis penelitian ini adalah
deskriptif kualitatif. Teknik pengumpulan data menggunakan observasi,
wawancara, dan dokumentasi. Informan dalam penelitian ini terdiri dari orang tua
siswa, guru, kepala sekolah, dan kepala lingkungan.

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa faktor penyebab siswa putus sekolah
terbagi atas faktor internal dan eksternal. Faktor internal meliputi kurangnya minat
dan motivasi belajar serta masalah kesehatan. Faktor eksternal meliputi kondisi
ekonomi keluarga yang rendah, rendahnya perhatian dan pendidikan orang tua,
pengaruh lingkungan sekitar, pengaruh lingkungan sekolah, budaya masyarakat
yang lebih mendorong anak bekerja daripada bersekolah, serta kebijakan sekolah
yang kurang fleksibel terhadap pelanggaran siswa. Upaya yang dilakukan dalam
menanggulangi putus sekolah meliputi pendekatan preventif, represif, dan
pembinaan oleh orang tua, sekolah, masyarakat, serta pemerintah melalui
pemberian bantuan seperti beasiswa pendidikan.

Berdasarkan hasil penelitian tersebut, dapat disimpulkan bahwa untuk
menekan angka putus sekolah di wilayah pesisir diperlukan kerja sama dari
berbagai pihak dan strategi yang sesuai dengan kondisi sosial dan budaya
masyarakat setempat.

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The main issue in this study is the persistent phenomenon of school dropouts
at the elementary education level, particularly in coastal areas such as Tanangan,
Banggae District, Majene Regency. This research aims to identify the factors
contributing to student dropouts and the efforts made to address this problem. This
study uses a descriptive qualitative method. Data collection techniques include
observation, interviews, and documentation. The informants in this research consist
of students’ parents, teachers, principals, and community leaders.

The results show that the causes of school dropouts are divided into internal
and external factors. Internal factors include lack of interest and motivation in
learning, as well as health problems. External factors involve low family economic
conditions, lack of parental attention and education, negative influences from the
surrounding environment, school-related factors, societal culture that prioritizes
work over education, and inflexible school policies regarding student violations.
Efforts to reduce dropout rates include preventive and repressive approaches, and
guidance from parents, schools, communities, and the government through
programs such as educational scholarships.

Based on these findings, it can be concluded that reducing dropout rates in
coastal areas requires collaboration among various stakeholders and strategies that
are aligned with the local social and cultural context.
